Many changes at KSC

KSC's seniors have seen numerous changes, both
physically and academically since they began college
as freshmen in 1965.

In that year, the enrollment numbered 3700. Now
it is up to 5300. The college’s faculty has increased by
over 100 members in the same time period.

Since 1965, two high rise dormitories, Centennial
Towers East and West, have been added to the campus
along with the Bruner Hall of Science. During the summer
of 1868, the auditorium of the Administration building
was razed.

In the past four years the standard for student
teaching was raised from a 2.0 grade average to 2.4. A
bachelor of science degree has been added to the cur-
riculum also. Class officers have now been eliminated.
